The clip begins by showing the construction of gender representation through the two main characters (Alex and Tony) conversation. The conversation starts with Alex, the female, as being aggressive and authoritative towards the male colleague, Tony. The camera work shows Alex as the focus of the interaction and follows her throughout the dialogue. We are show fast paced editing as the conversation becomes more heated; this has the effect of creating a battle of the sexes.


The use of aerial shot at the end of the scene shows the vulnerability of Alex as she is left alone and without any support. This shows the contrast between the opening and closing of the scene, as Alex has gone from being a dominant female; to someone who needs others support to ensure her own identity is intact. The close up shot of her face when Tony walks away from her displays the desperation in her need for him to help her; stereotypically demonstrating her femininity when she pleads with Tony to stay/help her. Tony’s reaction here shows that he is in a position of power; despite agreeing to help her, the agreement has been reached solely on his terms.
